We have been spending most of the time 
out at the Teen Challenge farm. We are finishing the chapel 
and the duplex, the septic tank, and the water system. We 
are also starting a new daily schedule for the boys and using 
the Teen Challenge curriculum. The boys have been adjusting 
and are looking forward to the wood shop, welding shop, and 
trade school that will be built later.

Please pray that we would have wisdom. Being leaders to 
these boys is not easy. We are going to start raising up an 
evangelism team and a worship team. We are trying not 
to put too much on them but we have a waiting list of boys 
wanted to come and change their lives. In October we are 
planning to start the second dorm. This will give us house for 
80 boys!

 There has already been a request for us to start a girls 
program and an offer of free land! This will have to wait until 
next year though. It would be the first woman’s program in the 
country. Please pray about this.

We also bought another car this month. We are really worried 
about our other with over 220,000 miles it was not running 
well. I shared out need with some friends and they had a 
dream about us having car problems. They helped us buy a 
great used diesel 
truck that will give 
us years of use.
